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Fire Safety with Electricity
Use the right fuse

A fuse is safety device designed to stop overheating in faulty appliances. If
the wrong fuse is fitted and a fault develops then fire may be the result.

Safe use guide

Appliances up to
700 watts = 3 amp fuse

Appliances between
700 and 1000 watts = 5 amp fuse

Appliances above
1000 watts = 13 amp fuse

These figures are provided for guidance only. If in doubt check the
manufacturer's handbook or consult an electrician.




Safe use of adaptors

If an adaptor is used with too many appliances connected to it, the socket and
the main wiring circuit in the house may be overloaded. This can result in
overheating which in turn leads to a fire starting.

Safe use guide

If you must use an adaptor make sure it has a fuse fitted and is BEAB
approved. NEVER use more than one adaptor per socket and NEVER
connect appliances to the adaptor which use more than 13 amps of current in
total - equivalent to 3 Kilowatts (3,000 watts) power. Check the appliance
handbook for details.
